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An investigation on the argument of that Middle Autumn Festival is originated from Xin Luo

Abstract 4th year of Kaicheng (A. D. 839), Japanese eminent monk Yuanren saw Xinluo monks celebrating Middle Autumn
Festival in Fahua temple of Chishanvillage in Qingning township, Wendeng County,herecorded it in his travel notes “ there is
no such festival in other countries except Xinluo.” The Qing Dynasty scholar Wang Mo thought that the above view is neither
for the failure of historical records, nor for no such festival in Jing Chu area,but for such festival did not exist before Tang
Dynasty. From the literature of Tang Dynasty we can see, some scholar officials began to enjoy the full moonin middle period,
especially late period of Tang Dynasty. But middle autumn was not a festival in Tang Dynasty. Chinese traditional Middle
Autumn Festival is formed from the mutual influence and integration of scholar officials “activities of enjoying moon in Tang
Dynasty and festival activities of Xinluo immigrants.
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
